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RANCH HORSE VERSATILITY PATTERN #2

1. Work gate (open, pass through, close)
2. Trot over ground poles
3. Left lead lope to and over jump or elevated ground pole

4. Continue left lzad lope/canter and execute a figure eight, lengthwise of arena, changing leads at the
center,

5. Close the eight and continue toward the in-gate end of arena going past marker, Stop and execute right
roliback

6. Ride to opposite end of arena, past marker; stop, execute left rollback
7. Left-lead lope to center marker; stop and back ten feet

8. Fox frot to drag obstacle and proceed to dally and drag at a fox trot to designated point. Contestant
must pick up and leave rope on fence for next exhibitor. (Drag item 15"-16" tire attached to 25" = 30°

rope.

9. Fox trot to judge for inspection
